Changes to reading at home

We have been delighted with the success of our investment in RWInc Book Bag Books. These books are given to your child in their RWInc group and are designed to closely match their phonic knowledge and the book they are reading together as a group. 
The children will be given and be expected to return their RWInc Book Bag Book on Wednesdays. If a book is not returned, a new book will not be able to be issued to your child and may also affect other children being able to swap their books too.
Sadly, we have had several instances of lost and damaged books. Whilst we understand that accidents do happen, and sometimes books are lost, we need to replace each damaged or lost book. Therefore, if a book has not been returned after two weeks, or has been damaged, a donation of £4.50 will be requested to cover the cost of the replacement.

Children at the start of their reading journey will be given sound blending books, which have guidance for helping your child on the inside front cover. The next stage will be a range of fiction or non-fiction books, which will be different colour bands. Please encourage your child to read the Green and Red words page and then check your child understands the meaning of the words on the vocabulary check page (if in that book), before they start reading the book. At the back of the books are ‘Questions to chat about’ to work on with your child. Once the children have completed their RWInc journey, they will be able to select two gold banded books to take home, each week.
During your child’s weekly class reading turn they will be able to choose one book from our newly ‘banded’ books. We have been working extremely hard to match our current book stock to the progression of phonics through RWInc and store them centrally for all children to access along the main corridor. Whilst we have endeavoured to match these books as closely as possible, please bear with us if we need to make any changes to a book’s placement in the colour bands. 

Please try and read with your child at least three times a week as this will aid fluency and comprehension of the texts, and remember to record reading at home in your child’s Reading Record Book, not only so that the Class Teacher can share what they are doing at home, but also so the children can record their progress on the class Reading Ladder.
We hope that you enjoy sharing these books with your child and please ask your child’s class teacher if you have any further questions.
