Contact details for the main school office are at the top of this letter so please
do not hesitate to get in touch.

We would like the children who attend Pebbles Nursery to be part of the whole school
community and look forward to seeing them in the main school building. They will have
opportunities to use the facilities and to see the other children in their classrooms, with the
intention that their transition to the Infant School will be less daunting.

It would be wonderful for the Nursery children to really feel part of the school and wear the
same uniform as everyone else. However, we do appreciate that a white top may not be
practical for life in the Nursery, so a navy polo top can be worn instead. Tops with the school
logo are available, to order, from Penn Sports.

In line with the rest of the school, please remember that no jewellery, including earrings and
watches, are allowed to be worn in the Nursery. Children participate in physical activity every
day and we do not want any injuries to occur at any time. Newly pierced ears will need to be
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covered with sticking plaster before coming into school and earrings removed as soon as
they are healed.

If your child has long hair, please tie it back so it does not get in the way of their learning
activities. Should your child wish to wear a head band or bow, please try to keep them small.

Water Bottles

Your child has been given a school water bottle today, please remember to fill the bottle with
clear water and send it in to school with your child every day. Cups and drinking water are
available in the Nursery, should your child forget to bring their bottle in to school with them.
No other bottles are allowed in school.

Parking

Please remember that this school is located in a residential area so please make sure that
you park considerately and safely. We do receive lots of complaints from neighbours
regarding some parents parking illegally and, in some cases, extremely dangerously.
