Goldilocks and the Three Bears
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Hello Reception,

We hope that you are all safe and well and working hard! We miss you all and can't wait to see you. 
If we was currently at school, our topic would be 'Spectacular Stories and Super Seasides'. For the first half term, we would be focusing on traditional tales including: Goldilocks and the Three Bears, The Three Little Pigs, The Gingerbread Man, Little Red Riding Hood and The Three Billy Goats Gruff.
Each week, we will read a different traditional tale to the children followed by giving some ideas that you could do with the children throughout the week (or ALL of them if you like a challenge). Our first story is - Goldilocks and the Three Bears. You can watch the video of me reading the story on Tapestry.
Here is a range of ideas you could do surrounding this traditional tale. There are also some resources to support some of these ideas – please see other attachments. We hope these help. 
- Home Learning Challenge sheet - see attached
- Make the characters to use to retell the story using junk modelling
- Make stick puppets or masks
- Put the pictures of the story in the right order? - see attached
- Order the pictures and write a sentence for each part of the story - use your sounds to write independently - see attached
- Make the bears cottage - can you make bowls, chairs and beds to go in their too?
- Can you write the story or part of the story - using your sounds to help you and draw a picture/pictures to go with it?
- Can you write a letter from Goldilocks to the Three Bears to say sorry - use your sounds to write independently - see attached
- Can you write a speech bubble for each character in the story - what did they say? - use your sounds to write independently - see attached
- Put objects in to size order - get different bowls, cups, chairs from around the house to help OR see attached sheet
- Can you make/draw/paint the story setting - woods?
- Can you draw/paint your favourite part of the story and write a sentence about it?
- Can you record a video of you retelling the story/part of the story or talking about your favourite part of the story?
- Match the times to the correct activity Baby Bear is doing - see attached
- Pick a character from the story. Draw the character and write a sentence or 2 (or 3) to describe them OR write about how they felt at different parts of the story e.g. 'Baby Bear was happy when he went out for a walk.' 'Baby Bear was upset when he saw his chair was broken.' Here are some words to help you with these tasks - angry, beautiful, smart, caring, helpful, furry, sleepy, rude, ugly, cross, shy, friendly, kind, pretty, scary, fierce, nasty, grumpy, naughty, sad, happy, disappointed, upset, furious, annoyed, tired, down in the dumps
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
